Troparion of the Resurrection — Tone 3
Let the heavens rejoice! Let the earth be glad! For the Lord has shown strength
with His arm! He has trampled down death by death! He has become the first-
born of the dead! He has delivered us from the depths of Hades, and has
granted the world great mercy!

Troparion for the Dormition of the Theotokos — Tone 1

In thy birth-giving, O Theotokos, thou didst keep and preserve virginity; and in
thy falling-asleep thou hast not forsaken the world; for living thou wast
translated, being the Mother of Life. Wherefore, by thine intercessions, deliver
our souls from death.

Kontakion of Holy Resurrection — Tone 8

You descended into the tomb O immortal; You destroyed the power of death. In
victory you arose O Christ God, proclaiming rejoice to the myrrh-bearing
women. Granting peace to Your apostles, and bestowing Resurrection on the
fallen.
Kontakion of the Theotokos — Tone 4

The Reading is from St. Paul's First Letter to the Corinthians.

BRETHREN, | would remind you in what terms | preached
to you the gospel, which you received, in which you stand, by
which you are saved, if you hold it fast--unless you believe in
vain.

For I delivered to you as of first importance what | also
received, that Christ died for our sins in accordance with the
scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third
day in accordance with the scriptures, and that he appeared to
Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he appeared to more than
five hundred brethren at one time, most of whom are still
alive, though some have fallen asleep. Then he appeared to
James, then to all the apostles.
