Troparion of the Resurrection – Tone 7 

By Your Cross, You destroyed death! To the thief, You opened Paradise! You changed 
the weeping of the myrrhbearing women into joy. You commanded Your Apostles, to 
proclaim that You are risen, O Christ, granting the world great mercy. 

Troparion for St. Euphemia – Tone 4 

Thy ewe, O Jesus, doth cry unto thee with a loud voice, saying, Nay bride, I long for 
thee and in struggles seek thee. I am crucified and buried with thee in thy Baptism. and 
for thee I do suffer until I reign with thee. I die for thee that I may live in thee. Then as 
a sacrifice without blemish receive her who for thy sake was slain. Through her 
intercessions, therefore, since thou art merciful, save our souls. 

Troparion of the Holy Cross – Tone 1 

O Lord, save Your people and bless Your inheritance. Grant victory to the Orthodox 
over their enemies, and guard Your habitation through Your Cross. 

Kontakion of Holy Resurrection – Tone 8 

You descended into the tomb O immortal; You destroyed the power of death. In 
victory you arose O Christ God, proclaiming rejoice to the myrrh-bearing women. 
Granting peace to Your apostles, and bestowing Resurrection on the fallen.

Do thou, who of thine own good will wast lifted up upon the Cross, O Christ our God, 
bestow thy bounties upon the new nation which is called by Thy Name. Make glad in 
thy might those who lawfully govern, that with them we may be led to victory over our 
adversaries, having in thine aid a weapon of peace and a trophy invincible.

The Reading is according to St. Paul’s Letter to the Galatians. 
 

BRETHREN, you know that a man is not justified 
by works of the law but through faith in Jesus Christ, 
even we have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be 
justified by faith in Christ, and not by works of the 
law, because by works of the law shall no one be 
justified But if, in our endeavor to be justified in 
Christ, we ourselves were found to be sinners, is 
Christ then an agent of sin? Certainly not! But if I 
build up again those things which I tore down, then I 
prove myself a transgressor. For I through the law 
died to the law, that I might live to God. I have been 
crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but 
Christ who lives in me; and the life I now live in the 
flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me 
and gave himself for me. 

THE GOSPEL READING 

MARK 8:34-9:1 
 

 

The Lord Said, "If any man would come after 
me, let him deny himself and take up his cross and 
follow me. For whoever would save his life will 
lose it; and whoever loses his 
life for my sake and the 
gospel's will save it. For what 
does it profit a man, to gain the 
whole world and forfeit his 
soul? For what can a man give 
in return for his soul? For 
whoever is ashamed of me and 
of my words in this adulterous 
and sinful generation, of him 
will the Son of man also be 
ashamed, when he comes in the 
glory of his Father with the holy angels." And he 
said to them, "Truly, I say to you, there are some 
standing here who will not taste death before they 
see the Kingdom of God come with power.
